Background 

What is Indoor Cricket?

If you think T20 is quick, exciting, fun and electrifying then Indoor Cricket will blow your mind. Indoor Cricket makes regular Test Match Cricket look like an eternity, 40 and 50 Over Cricket like forever, and T20 Cricket like its running in slow motion. 

Indoor cricket is played on a rectangular, artificial-grass surfaced court. The court is enclosed in tightly tensioned netting, including a 4 metre high ceiling. The pitch and stumps are exactly the same dimensions as outdoor cricket. It is a very quick variant of normal cricket and shares many of the same concepts.
Due to the compact size of the court, players are constantly involved in the game, irrelevant of where they are fielding. This results in a fast paced and exciting form of the game, where all the players’ bowling, batting and fielding skills are tested, rather than a prominent focus on an individual discipline that the outdoor form of the game tends to promote.

It’s played with two teams each comprising eight players.  A game consists of two 16 over innings for each team. Each player must bowl two overs, including the wicket keeper. Batting consists of four batting partnerships, with each partnership batting for four over’s. In the event of a wicket during the partnership, a five run deduction will be taken from the overall score. The winner is the team with the highest total after both teams have batted. 

History of the game 

Indoor Cricket arrived in the UK in 1984 from Australia. The game originated there in 1978 and soon exploded right across Australia and neighbouring New Zealand. Sheffield was the first centre to open in England followed by a centre in Nottingham that involved the Nott’s & England cricketer Derek Randall who had seen these centres in operation in Australia.

By the late 80’s to early 90’s, England and Wales boasted approximately 60 centres.

The Governing Body of the sport of Indoor Cricket has evolved under different names as the game has matured. Recently this has now been included England & Wales Cricket Board (ECB) umbrella and re-named the ECBIC. Together with the administrators of the sport in this country and with the guidance of the ECB Indoor Cricket has undergone a number of changes, and is taking some promising steps to becoming established as a professional sport in the UK.
