SO..WHAT COSTS ARE INVOLVED?
Metzeler Mational Superstock 600:

The Metzeler Mational Superstock 600 Championship is designed to
identify new riding talent and provide a progression route to higher
classes of racing. This class is strictly for riders aged 16-25, the past
twa winners have progressed on to British Supersport rides and with
Josh Day, the current champion who moved straight to BSB-Evo for
2011 the class looks a great springboard to the British Championships.
Riders that finish the year in the top three of the championship are not
eligible for the following season, this saw Luke Stapleford moving up to
British Supersport with the same team whilst Danny Buchan progressed
onto Superstock 1000. The 2012 entry list is again filling fast with
many new names progressing from the ranks of top flight club racing.

Class fast facts:

Track time: 1 x 25 minute free practice + 2 x 25 minutes qualifying
practices + raceday warm up and 25 minutes championship race.
TV coverage: All races shown delayed on British Eurosport.
Selected events will alse be shown LIVE on raceday
Licence requirement: Riders must be 16 years of age or over and
hold a clubman licence (with all the required signatures) or above.
Tyres: Metzeler Racetec Interact
Fuel: Control Fuel supplier to be advised (Sunoco for 2011)

Below is a breakdown of costs involved with racing in the
Superstock 600 series:

« Entry fees for the whole season are in the region of £2200.
+ Each round reguires a minimum of 3 sets
of tyres which are around £222 per set.
+ Control Race Fuel is £60 for a 25 litre drum and
approximately 2 drums  are  required per  meeting.
= A number of testing days are usually undertaken which
are roughly £300 per day including tyres and fuel
On top of this the team has the additional costs of transport and
food as well as spares for the bike and protective clothing for Leon.

With 12 rounds of racing throughout the UK and the occasional
mishaps an average season typically costs between £20k and
£30k and this can only be achieved through the generosity of
sponsors on top of donations from friends and family. Sponsorship
isn't all about money it could be in the form of products or
services such as discounted race leathers and helmets or technical
consultancy.... to quote a famous supermarket... "every little helps!”
As a potential sponsar we are not expecting you to cover the entire
cost, unless you want to of course ;-). All sponsorship requirements
and packages are negotiable and we are flexible enough to
meet the needs of your business and your marketing budget.
